From July 27 through August 7, 2009, iRi 

will hold its annual summer seminars in 

Troy, Michigan, right outside metropolitan 

Detroit.

and the lack of stable human values and 

relationships that accompany such rapid 

external change create sufficient conditions 

for necessary human modifiability which 

must accompany environmental conditions.

In February 2009, Holly Area Schools in 

Oakland County, Michigan began the sec-

ond part of its plan to enhance critical thinking 

among all students. Assistant Superintendent 

Dr. Noni Miller  thought outside of the box 

when she considered adapting Feuerstein as an 

alternative means for the new educational fo-

cus, Response to Intervention (RTI or RtI). 

 

By introducing 30 kindergarten and first grade 

teachers and over 600 students to the early 

childhood interventions of Feuersteinôs revo-

lutionary BASIC Instrumental Enrichment 

Program, Holly Schools are focused not only 

on children with learning difficulties right 

now, but on ñpreventingò learning difficulties 

from emerging in other children in their upper 

school years. 

 

While just beginning this new project and still 

waiting to finish the rest of the professional 

learning program in mid-April, teachers have 

already begun implementing the ñtoolsò ï 

most notably óOrganization of Dots.ô This first 

tool in the program literally enables students 

to ñconnect the dotsò and understand the 

thinking they used. 

 

One of the elementary schools principals 

shared the following with Dr. Miller who re-

ports: ñIn an effort to help the young students 

line up outside to come into the building from 

recess, large dots have been painted on the 

playground and each student is to stand on a 

dot at the end of their playtime. Today at re-

cess, the first graders with their chalk were 

connecting the dots!!  When asked by the 

teacher what they were doing, one little girl

They will also work on core con-

tent areas in math and reading, and the de-

velopment of social-emotional skills as a 

part of the studentsô RTI plans. Miller con-

firms, ñIt is not doing more of the same. 

FIE lets us attack studentsô learning prob-

lems in a way that gets to the fundamentals 

that need changing.ò

that the teachers and students are making! 

Our partnership with Holly has brought us 

new light on Feuerstein, especially as an 

alternative means to Response to Interven-

tion (RTI),ò says Kate Bellanca, who has 

worked on the planning and development 

of the Holly Project for iRi. ñThe notion 

that we can actually prevent learning

It became the 

third charter school, joining the Voyageur School in Honolulu, 

Hawaii and the Jacob Shapiro School in Oshkosh, Wisconsin to 

place Feuersteinôs Early Childhood Program at the core of its 

instruction.

In a press release (2/24/09), President Barack Obama stated, ñI'm 

calling on our nation's Governors and state education chiefs to 

develop standards and assessments that don't simply measure 

whether students can fill in a bubble on a test, but whether they 

possess 21st century skills like problem-solving and critical 

thinking and entrepreneurship and creativity.ò  

 
What President Obama is calling for seems to be sensible, and for 

that matter, easy to do ï arming students with critical thinking 

and problem solving skills in order to continue creativity and 

individual entrepreneurship. It sounds wonderful! A dream come 

true.  

 

However, in a December 18, 2006 TIME Magazine cover story 

on preparing our students for the 21st century the author notes, 

ñThis is a story about the big public conversation the nation is 

not having about educationé whether an entire generation of 

kids will fail to make the grade in the global economy because 

they canôt think their way through abstract problems, work in 

teams, distinguish good information from bad, or speak a lan-

guage other than English.ò 

 

So when we take a closer look, especially through the eyes of the 

educator, we have identified the problem question: ñHow is it 

done?ò ñHow do we prepare our students for the 21st century?ò 

Itôs easy enough to say that there is a problem but as educators, 

this just is not enough. We need to have the framework, the meth-

ods, and programs in order to help our students become able to 

think critically and solve abstract problems as they advance their 

content knowledge.   

 

Here is the good news - the framework is in place. A group of 

education advocates has set up a 21st Century Skills Framework 

http://www.21stcenturyskills.org/index.php in order to give a 

stable system of reference for those wishing to better equip our 

students to meet the demands of the world today and tomorrow. 

There are four major components to the framework: Core Sub-

jects; Learning and Innovation Skills; Information, Media, and 

Technology Skills; and Life and Career Skills.   

 

Divided into three parts, Creativity and Innovation, Critical 

Thinking and Problem Solving, and Communication and Col-

laboration, are probably the most important components of the  

ñWe wanted to give our students 21st 

Century skills that would make them 

better thinkers and problem solvers.

Learning and Innovation Skills framework. But again, we come to a 

block. What are Critical Thinking and Problem Solving Skills, and 

how do we promote Communication and Collaboration within and 

among our students and in our classrooms? 
 

We could look at Critical Thinking skills from the viewpoint of Ben-

jamin Bloom (1956) who developed a classification of levels of in-

tellectual behavior in learning. Bloom eventually developed the three 

taxonomies: Cognitive, Affective, and Psychomotor. We could also 

look at the ideas of Reuven Feuerstein who developed his theories of 

Structural Cognitive Modifiability, Mediated Learning Experience, 

and their applied systems. Both cognitive psychologists studied in 

Geneva, Switzerland under Jean Piaget. 
 

The major difference between the two approaches is noted as fol-

lows:

Each of Bloomôs cognitive objectives has specific meaning and is 

offered in a theoretical hierarchy of higher and lower order thinking 

skills. ñThe value of Bloomôs taxonomy is that it has been one of the 

few pieces of common language shared by educators. It provided a 

common framework in which to design assessment and curriculum 

or in which to look at a lesson.ò (Rottomerdam, H. 2000) 

 

Something that Bloom doesnôt touch on is the belief that thinking 

patterns or that cognition can be changed (i.e. modifiability). His 

taxonomy is only a touchstone for teaching about a type of thinking 

or for asking questions that facilitate a type of thinking. From the 

view point of Reuven Feuerstein, however, the belief system that 

ñintelligence is modifiableò is more important for making sure that 

students do change the quality of their thinking. Thus, Feuersteinôs 

concept that the human is capable of modifying the underlying struc-

ture of his cognition is critical to helping students become more effi-

cient learners. (Feuerstein, 1956) Today this is otherwise known as 

the Feuerstein theory of Structural Cognitive Modifiability 

(SCM). 
 

A Common Mistake 

 

While Bloomôs taxonomy is a useful outline for educators, the mis-

take we have made in the past comes from the misunderstanding that 

cognitive processes are hierarchical and that they are developmental 

stages as defined by Piaget. Feuerstein teaches that a studentôs cogni-

tive functioning needs to be broken down into how one gathers infor-

mation, thinks about the information, and generates new information 

to others. It is also important to understand whether these functions 

are strong or are what Feuerstein defines

The essence of the theo-

ries and applications: 
  
ñIntelligence is not fixed. 

It is modifiableò 

as ódeficientô but changeable.  Feuerstein calls these weak 

functions the Deficient Cognitive Functions. He notes that 

they are prerequisites for learning as well. The way in 

which the educator then modifies the cognitive structure 

(literally, as brain studies are showing, changes the stu-

dentôs mind) and establishes the prerequisites for learning is 

through the theory and application of the Mediated Learn-

ing Experience (MLE). 

 

The primary goal of MLE is to mediate deficient cognitive 

functions to render the individual more cognitive modifi-

able. Good mediators are constantly asking students to ana-

lyze and evaluate their responses (with the use of cognitive 

functions) to respond to ñwhat if?ò or ñwhy?ò questions, to 

derive cognitive principals from the learning experiences 

and to find examples of how to think well within those prin-

cipals. 

 

Effective mediation is a matter of skillful questioning which 

revolves around cognitive challenges. Students who are 

asked to apply, analyze, synthesize, and to judge are more 

likely to feel challenged than students who are simply asked 

to regurgitate what they have been told. Challenge then 

becomes meaningful. (Ben Hur, M. 2000; Rottomerdam, H. 

2000) As the students take up the challenge and build their 

cognitive functions, the foundation stones of thinking, they 

become more and more efficient at constructing their other 

learning experiences. 

 

ñThe role of the theory of Structural Cognitive Modifiability 

and Mediated Learning Experience in todayôs world is 

more than ever a vital necessity in response to the increas-

ing need for human adaptability, and the readiness to adapt 

to the ever-changing conditions of life.ò Feuerstein, 1999)
